The registration deadline is 
Friday, November 14th. The cost to sponsor a tree is $100.00. Please 
make your check payable to THE CITY OF MOUNT CLEMENS and include 
payment with this form. 
 
Please make sure to read the “Tinsel Tour Rules and Guidelines” form 
when decorating your tree. This form is available in our office and on our 
website at https://mountclemens.gov 
 
Decorating of trees will begin on Wednesday, December 3rd  and should 
be completed by Sunday, December 7th.   Trees can be located by looking 
for the sign with your group/organization name in front of your tree.    
Decorations must be removed from the trees beginning on Saturday, 
January 3rd  .   All decorations must be removed no later than 
Wednesday, January 7th , 2025. (please leave the lights on the trees). Any 
decorations remaining after January 7th will be discarded.

2025 MOUNT CLEMENS TINSEL TOUR 
RULES AND GUIDELINES 

 
Thank you for participating in the Mount Clemens Tinsel Tour 2025!  The decorating of 
your tree is left to your imagination and creativity.  However, please adhere to the 
following rules and guidelines when planning your decorations.   

 
1. The trees will be reserved on a first come first served basis. There will be only 20 

trees available to sponsor.  The registration fee of $100.00 includes the tree, 
signage, one strand of 200 solar powered LED lights, city fees and proper 
environmental disposal of the tree.   

 
2.  If you wish to use your own additional lights, please use battery operated or solar 

powered LEDs. There will be no electrical outlets available.  
 

3. Decorations may be purchased or made and should be able to stand up to all types 
of weather. Decorations made of cardboard or paper are discouraged, unless 
laminated.   

 
4. Decorations designed to feed wildlife are NOT allowed. 

 
5. Decorations MUST be tied or wired securely to your tree to resist high winds, rain, 

snow, and vandalism.  Regular ornament hangers do NOT work. 
 

6. Items especially attractive to theft should not be used.  For example, jewelry, 
expensive ornaments, or items that can be redeemed for money. 
 

7. Your company/organization name will be on the sign that we provide.  The signs 
will be placed in front of all the trees by the morning of Wednesday, December 
3rd.  Trees will be assigned by the order in which the registrations are received.  
PLEASE DO NOT move your sign to another tree’s location.   
 

8. You can begin decorating your tree on Wednesday, December 3rd.   All trees must 
be decorated and ready to sparkle by Sunday, December 7th.  
 

9. Decorations must be removed from the trees beginning on Saturday, January 3rd. 
All decorations must be removed from the trees no later than Wednesday, January 
7th  . The trees will be disposed of on Thursday, January 8th by the City’s DPW 
department.  When removing your decorations, please leave the lights on the 
trees.
